· Traffic Survey Results - 037-007 - C120 Tockenham Road, Tockenham – Report shows average speed of 29.8 miles per hour over 2600 vehicles passing through the village during the count. Separate meeting to discuss SID and signs for passing places etc for LHFIG application. KW has been looking into SID’s he was told that as our traffic survey results are under 30 miles per hour, we would not receive any funding. ANPR (Automatic Number Plate Recognition) might be an option. These are considered covert as they cannot generally be seen. A notice of use must be displayed during their operation. Online training must be undertaken by any volunteers using this. Data is sent to the police who are able to contact the offender if required. 
· Sinkage in Park. Site visit to be arranged with Idverde – Booked for Tuesday 11th July. DK. Meeting took place and an ultrasound recommended. 
· Wessex Water grants – need to be linked to the environment. Possibly have guttering to shed to harvest water for allotments. Once we have plans of what we want to do, SW will contact Mr Gerard Barnes for his views.
